Civic Trusts pans 30-Year Plan

THE 30-Year Plan for Greater Adelaide has been awarded a brickbat by the Australian Civic Trust, which says the project has “reached its Waterloo”. 

Announcing the results of its 2011 Civic Review yesterday, the trust said the plan was unacceptable in its current form and needed a major reinvestigation and rewrite.

“A new start is essential if metropolitan Adelaide is to progress,” chairman Darian Hiles said. “It’s time to change direction in our planning and build in much greater professionalism and consultation.”

Specific complaints about the plan included a lack of consultation, insufficient attention to housing affordability, an inability to curb urban sprawl, lack of planning for health care and the major hospital network, and lack of attention to floods and stormwater recycling.

But the review did hand out more bouquets than brickbats, with Housing SA winning praise for its work “under increasingly challenging conditions”. 

Housing SA’s Westwood Urban Renewal Project, along with the relocation of Victor Harbor TAFE, was a joint winner of the Best in Urban Category.

Mt Barker Council and Light Regional Council were both acknowledged for their planning policies, while commendations included the Belair National Park redevelopment, Belair Hotel restoration, Barossa Aquatic and Fitness Centre, conversion of the Prospect Oval grandstand and Woodcroft Community Centre redevelopment.
